What is the Parenting Plan Workbook?

The Parenting Plan Workbook is a

free resource.

It can help people who are part of the
day to day care of the child / children
to make a private parenting

agreement.

A private parenting agreement is
another way of saying a parenting

arrangement or parenting plan.




A private parenting agreement is
when parents / guardians / whanau

need to agree about:

e who their child / children will live
with

e how this time will be shared
between the parents / guardians /

whanau

e how important decisions about

their child / children will be made.

You do not need to go to court to

create a private parenting agreement.



Using the Parenting Plan Workbook

The Parenting Plan Workbook gives
ideas about what might be useful to
think about when creating a private

parenting agreement.

It can be hard to work out how
everyone can keep being a part of
the life of a child / children.

It can help if everyone comes to an

agreement about things like who:

e will be with the child / children on

birthdays or other special days

e will look after the child / children

during school holidays

e s the doctor for the child /

children.
