About the Data Tables

These tables summarise the data presented in the New Zealand Crime and Victims Survey
(NZCVS) Key findings report (Descriptive statistics - Cycle 1), including information on the accuracy
of the estimates. The data are descriptive statistics only. There is no analysis of relationships
between variables.

About the New Zealand Crime and Victims Surve
Nationwide, face-to-face random probability survey, with one respondent
selected per household using multistage stratified cluster sampling methods.

Overview

Total usually resident, non-institutionalised, civilian population of New Zealand

Target population aged 15 years and over.

Sample Two samples were drawn as part of the NZCVS: a general or ‘main’ sample
composition and a Maori booster sample that aimed to increase sample size for Maori.
A total of 8,030 people responded as part of the NZCVS in 2018. This
Sample size includes 5,273 responses as part of the main sample and 2,757 for the Maori
booster sample.
Interviewing
period 1 March 2018 — 7 October 2018

The overall response rate was 81%. The response rate for the main sample
was 81% and for the for the Maori booster sample was 80%.
Refer to the NZCVS methodology report for further details about the survey.

Comparison with other statistics

The NZCVS is the successor to the New Zealand Crime and Safety Survey
(NZCASS), which was administered in 2006, 2009 and 2013. Although some
elements of the NZCVS are similar or the same as NZCASS, the NZCVS
guestionnaire and methodology has been significantly redesigned. For this
reason, the results of the NZCVS are not comparable with previous
victimisation surveys.

The NZCVS is not comparable with crime statistics reported by Police. The
main reason for this is that more than three quarters of crime incidents
collected by the NZCVS were not reported to the Police and the proportion of
incidents reported to the Police varies significantly depending on the offence
type and other factors.

Interpreting statistics

For the population estimates presented two types of weighting were applied:
household weights - to ensure that results represent all households in New

(except motor vehicles — household); and trespass.
In the NZCVS, interpersonal violence includes the following offence types:
Interpersonal  robbery and assault (except sexual assault); sexual assault; harassment and
violence threatening behaviour; and household and personal property damage where the
offender is known to the victim.
In the NZCVS, family violence includes the following offence types: robbery and
assault (except sexual assault); sexual assault; harassment and threatening
behaviour; and damage to motor vehicles and property damage provided the
Family offender is a family member. Family members include a current partner
violence (husband, wife, partner, boyfriend or girlfriend), ex-partner (previous husband,
wife, partner, boyfriend or girlfriend), or other family member (parent or step-
parent; parent’s partner, boyfriend or girlfriend; son or daughter including in-laws;
sibling or step-sibling; other family members including extended family).
Intimate In the NZCVS, IPV includes robbery and assault (except sexual assault); sexual
partner assault; harassment and threatening behaviour; and damage to motor vehicles
violence (IPV) and property damage provided the offender is a current partner or ex-partner.
Psychological violence includes multiple types of occurrences such as: forcing a
victim to stop contacting family or friends; following or keeping track of a victim;
controlling a victim’s access to phone, internet or transport; preventing a victim’s
Psychological access to healthcare; and pressing a victim into paid work or preventing a victim
violence from doing paid work. Note: During the data collection period (March to October
2018) these actions were not formally considered as crime and therefore were
not included in our crime volume calculations. This approach may be reviewed in
line with the legislative changes.
